Immediately following the Prayer, Hon. Mr. STRUTHERS rose on a point of order and voluntarily
apologized to the House for statements made during the Committee of Supply meeting on Wednesday,
May 9, 2012 regarding the distribution of Winnipeg Jets tickets by Manitoba's Crown corporations.

The following petitions were presented and read:

Mr. GRAYDON - Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to urge the appropriate Provincial
Government departments to consider working with all stakeholders to develop a strategy to swiftly
address the serious challenges posed by limited cellular phone service in southeastern Manitoba in order
to ensure that people and property can be better protected in the future. (S. Peloguin, A. Letendre, I. Kirby
and others)

Mr. GOERTZEN — Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to request that the Minister of Health to
ensure additional personal care homes and long-term care space are made available in the City of
Steinbach on a priority basis. (W. Lepp, P. Wiebe, S. Hein and others)

Mr. BRIESE — Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to request the Minister of Infrastructure and
Transportation to consider making the installation of traffic lights at the intersection of PTH 16 and PTH
5 North a priority project in order to help protect the safety of the motorists and pedestrians who use it.

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Hon. Mr. GERRARD — Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to request the Premier consider
advocating and partnering with the Federal Government to ensure all First Nations communities have
access to clean running water for all their homes and to consider working closely with the Federal
Government and First Nations communities to address and erase the massive water infrastructure gap that
exists on many First Nations communities in Manitoba. (T. Hayward, E. T. Nosalia, C. Bishop and
others)

Hon. Mr. MACKINTOSH, the Minister of Conservation and Water Stewardship, made a statement
regarding an update on the status of wildfires in southeastern Manitoba.

Mr. SMOOK and, by leave, Hon. Mr. GERRARD commented on the statement.

Following Oral Questions, Mrs. TAILLIEU rose on a Matter of Privilege regarding the distribution
of Winnipeg Jets tickets to the Minister of Finance and moved:

THAT the matter be referred to a Legislative Affairs Committee and brought back to the House
for a ruling.

WHEREUPON Mr. Speaker informed the House he would take the matter under advisement.
