Resolution No. 4: Drainage Inside the Dike

WHEREAS properly managing the impact of water in the Red River Valley is essential to the
future economic development of Manitoba; and

WHEREAS the history and development of the community of St. Norbert are tied directly to the
Red River; and

WHEREAS St. Norbert maintains a dike along the Red River that, while keeping water out of the
community, also artificially keeps rainwater and runoff inside the dike; and
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WHEREAS St. Norbert is defined by its strong sense of community and its commitment to
environmental sustainability; and

WHEREAS the residents of St. Norbert have combined these attributes with their history along
the Red River into the community initiated Drainage Inside the Dike project; and

WHEREAS Drainage Inside the Dike is a pilot project for economic development and land
reclamation through environmentally and socially responsible best practices representing a model for
future projects to follow; and

WHEREAS the Drainage Inside the Dike project will employ innovative water stewardship
models to reclaim and repurpose 11 hectares of land around the St. Norbert Farmers’ Market site; and

WHEREAS the Drainage Inside the Dike project promotes community and environmental
responsibility by utilizing the reclaimed land for educational, cultural and agricultural spaces.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Manitoba Legislative Assembly commend the people
of St. Norbert for their dedication to their community and the environment through their initiation of the
Drainage Inside the Dike project; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Manitoba Legislative Assembly urge the Provincial
Government to continue its support for community driven projects that contribute to the well-being of the
people of Manitoba and the environment.
