Resolution No. 5:  Brandon University 2011 Strike 

 

WHEREAS the Brandon University strike that took place from October 12, 2011 to November 

25, 2011 had a negative academic and financial impact on more than 3,000 Brandon University students 

and their families that will be felt for years to come; and  
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WHEREAS the Brandon University strike, which lasted 45 days, was the longest university strike 

in Manitoba’s history and was the second strike at Brandon University in the last four academic years; 

and 

 

WHEREAS throughout the strike the Provincial Government turned its back on more than 3,000 

Brandon University students and their families when it chose to support the collective bargaining process 

at all costs; and 

 

WHEREAS Brandon University students had no control of the future of their academic year and 

had no input into the actions that led to or took place during the Brandon University strike; and 

 

WHEREAS if the Premier had the best interests of students and their families at heart he would 

have legislated an end to the strike before students missed more than six weeks of classes.  

 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge the Premier 

and the Minister of Family Services & Labour to take the requisite measures to ensure no other post 

secondary students are subject to another strike such as the one that occurred from October 12, 2011 to 

November 25, 2011 at Brandon University.
