Amendment Act, 2012/Loi d'exécution du budget de 2012 et modifiant diverses dispositions législatives
en matiére de fiscalité, was read a First Time and had its purposes outlined.

The following petition was presented and read:

Mr. GOERTZEN — Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to request that the Minister of Health to
ensure additional personal care homes and long-term care space are made available in the City of
Steinbach on a priority basis. (M. Friesen, A. Janz, N. Riega others)

During Oral Questions, Mr. Speaker interjected and ruled that the word "mendacity” spoken by
the Honourable First Minister was unparliamentary.
