Hon. Min. ASAGWARA, the Minister of Health, Seniors and Long-Term Care, made a statement
regarding today being the Transgender Day of Remembrance.

But this House regrets that the Provincial Government has failed to follow through on its commitments to
the people of Manitoba, demonstrating a lack of credibility, integrity and competence in basic governance,

and has thus neglected the needs of Manitobans.

As a consequence of this and many other failings, the Provincial Government has thereby lost the trust and
confidence of the people of Manitoba and this House.

WHEREUPON the Speaker ruled the amendment in order.

The debate on the amendment was allowed to remain open.

The House then adjourned at 5:00 p.m. until 1:30 p.m. Thursday, November 21, 2024.
