25. WHEREAS the previous, failed PC Provincial Government cut Manitoba health-care services,
exacerbated the doctor shortage, and eroded patient access to primary care; and

WHEREAS the previous, failed PC Provincial Government dismissed and disrespected front line
health-care workers, fired 500 nurses, and saw mass resignations; and

WHEREAS the previous, failed PC Provincial Government’s systematic dismantling of
Manitoba’s health-care system will be felt for years to come and take years to fix; and

WHEREAS the current Provincial Government has made investments to fix the mess left in
Manitoba’s health-care system, and increased funding by $1 billion; and

WHEREAS Manitobans voted for the New Democratic Party to rebuild health-care in Manitoba;

WHEREAS the Provincial Government met with health-care workers on the front lines at hospitals
during “The Health-Care Listening Tour”; and

WHEREAS the Provincial Government hired 873 net new health-care workers into the public
system and started closing the doctor shortage gap created by the previous PC Provincial Government.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba be urged to applaud
the efforts of the Provincial Government as it works towards hiring 1,000 net new health care workers this
year.
